Job Description 
Reporting to the Vice President-Construction Services, this is a fully-qualified position and is independently responsible for managing, evaluating, and implementing construction projects for a portfolio of between  twenty (20) to approximately forty (40) properties.  These properties are situated primarily in the greater NY area & NJ, with 3 in CT. The successful candidate must be able to independently carry out the responsibilities of this position and typically possesses 7 to 10 years of construction management and related engineering experience. The candidate must be team orientated, and possess strong interpersonal and written and verbal communications skills.  Proficiency in Word, Excel, Outlook, etc. is requited. An engineering degree in structural or mechanical engineering is preferred. Typical credentials are a Mechanical Engineering degree.  A Structural Engineering degree is ideal.  
 
The key here is that this person will manage capital budgets, projects, renovations and it is largely project management of renovation (Capital Improvement Projects) and not ground-up construction.  They must have technical expertise in high-rise buildings. The successful candidate has excellent knowledge of building systems including the technical and troubleshooting knowledge of cooling towers & chillers. This person will "work in the trenches", display a good work ethic, is highly collaborative and most likely will already be working in Manhattan.  95% of the properties are in Manhattan and Jersey City.  Certifications and licenses are preferred but not required.  Project scope may range from the very small to millions of $.  Average of 80-100 projects annually.
